Circulation in Plaza
Pedestrians move through the plaza both to enter the State Office Building and cross between 125" and 126™ Streets. There are

three main pedestrian access points to the plaza: the southeastern corner next to the H&M, the southwestern corner where the
statue stands, and on the northwest corner.

e In the morning, the pedestrian traffic is composed of primarily employees or visitor’s entering the building.

e Between noon and 5:30pm, the heaviest paths were entering and leaving the State Office Building and all others were
going across from 125" Street to 126" Street.

e After 5:30pm, the paths were used for leaving the State Office Building and crossing from 125" Street.

V. PARTICIPATORY PROCESS

Based on the site’s history and its renewed significance, ensuring the participation
of the community throughout the process of designing the Plaza was essential.
Community Board 10 took leadership in establishing and coordinating a group of
stakeholders: the Plaza Working Group. The Working Group provided critical
feedback over the course of strategic visioning sessions. To inform the process,
briefing documents covering inventory of existing conditions, site analysis,
historical research and preliminary design concepts were provided. In addition,
an opinion survey of Plaza’s users and State Office Building tenants broadened
the range of community concerns considered in the planning of the Plaza. The
input of both Working Group and users has become an integral part of the project
presented here.
